As a parent, I will try my best to….

· Make sure your child attends school regularly and on time.  Inform the school when my child is absent, 
· Share with the school (in confidence if necessary) major events at home that may affect your child’s well-being
· Share with the school, the involvement of any professional help to ensure we work together for my child’s benefit
· Support my child by working in partnership with the school and solving any problems together
· Act as a positive role model for my child and model good behaviour and language in my dealings with all members of the school community
· Support the school vision and values and have high expectations of behaviour
· Attend parent consultation meetings and support school activities wherever possible
· Adhere to the social media agreement outline on the reverse of this agreement

The school expects parents to:

· Drive and park safely when on school site adhering to speed limits
· Approach and communicate with staff in an acceptable manner.  Abusive or threatening emails or text/voicemail/phone messages or other written communications (including social media) to anyone within the school community will not be tolerated
· Treat other parents/carers on the site with respect and in an acceptable manner.
· Work together to take pride and celebrate in their child’s achievements to be the best they can be

Responsible use of social media and whats app agreement

Most of the time, group chats both on social media and on what’s app will be beneficial.  However, these same spaces also have the power to inflame; they are a potential source of misinformation and can fuel bad feeling.  At worst, online parent communication groups have the potential to create unnecessary concerns.

For the protection of our pupils, families and staff…. 

In order to prevent any offense or upset, we expect that everyone using these groups within our school community read and follow the notes and guidelines listed below:

· Groups should never be used as a platform to air views/ grievances regarding a member of staff, child or parent 
· Nor create, send or post any material that will cause offense or needless anxiety to any family or member of the school community, or bring the school into disrepute
· Use personal devises to take photo’s and videos which include other children and upload them onto any social media site 
· Messages posted should be supportive and respectful of all users
· Posts should be used keeping in mind mutual respect and cultural sensitivity between all its members

Together we will all:

· Enable every child to develop to their potential
· Help our children develop a sense of responsibility and respect for all other people
· Encourage children to believe in themselves, raise their self-esteem and take pride in their environment
· Share any concern or problems affecting their child
· Discuss and deal with complaints appropriately
· Ensure close liaison between home and school on all medical issues relating to the child
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
